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How well do you
know your Paint
Horse colors
and patterns?

our horses stood lined up nose
to tail in a class during the
collegiate livestock judging
contest held during the Fort

Worth Stock Show and Rodeo in
Fort Worth, Texas. The class was a
livestock judger’s nightmare—all
Paint Horses.

The fear was two-fold. The first
stemmed from judging the horses
and evaluating their conformation.
The second, and most prominent,
fear was being able to correctly
identify each horse in the reasons
room, where the students had to
explain their judging. Did white go
over the back on an overo? Or was
that a tobiano? Was the brown horse
a chestnut, sorrel or bay? Was
another horse a buckskin or dun?

While these questions may not
inspire the same panic in all horse
owners, they may cause confusion for
many, especially those new to the
Paint Horse breed.

“Paint Horses are identified by
their coat color and pattern,” said
Steven Imhof, an APHA field
representative. “Once you have
those down, it’s much easier to
identify any horse.”

All the colors of the rainbow
“The first thing to understand

about colors and patterns is that it all
goes back to genetics,” Imhof said. “A
horse’s parents have to be a certain
color before you can get a certain
color in the offspring. For example, to
get a gray horse, one of its parents
must be gray. The same holds true for
the dun factor or the tobiano coat
pattern.”

APHA has 16 approved colors for
registration. They are black, bay,
brown, chestnut, sorrel, red roan, blue
roan, bay roan, palomino, cremello,
perlino, red dun, dun, grullo, buckskin
and gray. The colors can also be further
broken down and classified into two
families—red and black.

Paint Horses in the white family are
predominately white but can receive
regular registry papers as long as they
have at least a 2-inch qualifying spot.

However, most horses will fall into the
red or black family.

“The black family includes black,
bay, brown, blue roan, bay roan,
perlino, dun, buckskin and grullo,”
Imhof said. “Grays can be in the black
or red family, but it depends on their
base color and parents.”

The following are the coat colors
that fall into the black family and the
qualifications for each color:

Black
For a horse to be registered black,

its entire coat must be black, includ-
ing its muzzle, flanks and legs. The
color may fade when exposed to the
sun, as well as having a rusty tinge
during certain times of the year.

Young foals may be born a mousy
gray and then, later, shed to black.

Blue roan
A blue roan is a black horse with an

overall intermingling of white hair.
The horse’s head, lower legs, mane
and tail are usually solid or darker
than the body. Unlike gray, a roan
horse will not get progressively whiter
as it ages.

Brown
Brown horses can have brown or

black for their body color, as well as a
black mane and tail. However, the
area around the eyes, muzzle, flanks
and inside upper legs are usually
lighter areas.
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Bay
Bay horses’ body color will be red-

dish brown but can vary from a dark
blood bay to a light bay. The horse
will also have black points, usually
distinguished by a black mane, tail,
ear tips and lower legs.

Bay roan
A bay roan is marked exactly like a

bay horse with one exception—white
hair. Bay roans will have an intermin-
gling of white hair on their body hair;
however, the horse won’t get progres-
sively whiter with age. Its head, legs,
mane and tail will usually be darker
than the body.

Buckskin
Buckskin horses will have a yellow or

gold body color along with a black
mane, tail and lower legs.They will also
lack any primitive markings such as a
dorsal stripe or barring on the legs.

Dun
Dun horses are colored similarly to

buckskins, with a yellowish or gold
body color. Their mane and tail will
be black or brown, but a dun will
have primitive marking characteristics
of the dun gene, i.e. a dorsal stripe,
zebra stripes on their legs and a
transverse stripe over their withers.

Grullo
“Grullos are from the dun family,”

Imhof said. “They are darker than a
dun and not as common.”

Grullos’ body color is smoky or
mouse-colored, but is not a mixture
of white and black hairs. The
primitive markings will be black.

Perlino
The final color in the black family is

the perlino. It is one of the more recent
colors approved by APHA. This color
results from a bay or brown horse
receiving two dilute genes, one from
each parent. The result is a horse that
has a cream or off-white body color.
The lower legs, mane and tail will be a
light rust or chocolate shade. The skin
is pinkish or gray, but the coat will have
enough yellow hue to make the white
marks visible. Also, these horses will
have blue- or amber-colored eyes.

While the black family contains the
most colors, the red family also
comprises a variety of colors.

“The red family contains the sor-
rels, chestnuts, red roans, palominos,
cremellos and red duns,” Imhof said.

The following are the coat colors
that fall into the red family and the
qualifications for each color:

Chestnut
Chestnut horses have a dark-red or

brownish-red body color, which can
range from light to liver chestnut.
Liver chestnuts are distinguished from
black or brown by the bronze or cop-
per highlights on their legs.

Chestnuts usually have a dark-red
or brownish-red mane and tail, but
the mane and tail may also be a
flaxen color.

Sorrel
Sorrel horses are reddish or copper

red in color, and their mane and tail
are usually the same color. However,
their mane and tail may also be flaxen
or dark brown.

“Genetically, there is no basic
difference between a sorrel and a
chestnut,” Imhof said. “Phenotypi-
cally, people think of chestnuts as
being the darker color than sorrels.
It also tends to be geographical as to
what people call them. People in the
East consider them chestnuts, while
people in the West or South tend to
call them sorrels.”

Cremello
Cremello is the other more recent

color addition to the APHA registry.
These horses receive two dilute genes
from their parents, which results in their

sorrel/chestnut body color, with the
mane and tail being diluted to cream or
off white.They will have a pale, pinkish
skin, and their coat has enough of a
yellow hue to make the white markings
visible. Similar to perlinos, cremellos
also have blue or amber eyes.

“To identify whether the horse is a
cremello or perlino, it’s essential to
evaluate the horse’s pedigree for
starters,” Imhof said. “This is because
perlinos are in the black family and
cremellos are in the red family. But the
only way to know for sure would be to
have a red factor test done, which is a
simple hair test that is offered by
various color testing labs.”

Palomino
Palominos only have one copy of

the dilute gene, which causes their
otherwise sorrel body color to dilute
to a range from a rich gold to a pale
yellow. Their mane and tail will be
pale, off white or the same as their
body color, but they will not have any
black points.

Red dun
Red dun is a result of the dun gene

on an otherwise sorrel or chestnut
base coat. The result will be a red dun
horse with a yellowish or flesh-colored
body color. The mane, tail and
primitive markings are red or reddish
in color.

Red roan
Red roan horses are sorrel or

chestnut with an intermingling of
white hair caused by inheritance of
the roan gene. The white will not
become progressively whiter as the
horse ages, and the head, mane and
tail will normally remain solid or
darker than the body.

The final color is gray, which can be
in the red or black family.

Gray
Unlike other colors, gray is not

really a color, rather the result of the
gene’s action on all body colors. Gray
horses have dark skin and are born
any color, but white hair will progres-
sively turn the coat color to gray. The
graying usually begins around the
horse’s eyes and behind its ears.
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basic coat patterns—

tobiano, overo

and tovero.
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Select a pattern
Once equine enthusiasts have the

horse color palette down, it’s time
to turn their attention to the
various Paint Horse coat patterns.

While coat colors are straightfor-
ward, coat patterns can cause many
to scratch their heads in confusion.
For this reason, it’s important to
remember that there are three basic
coat patterns—tobiano, overo and
tovero. However, after the basics,
the patterns have variations.

Tobiano
“For a horse to be a tobiano,

white generally must cross the back
somewhere between from the
withers and the tail,” Imhof said.
“The head markings will be similar
to what you would find on a solid-
colored horse, and the tail is often
two colors.”

Other identifying tobiano marks
are a crisp line between the white
and dark, a shielding pattern on the
chest and dark color usually cover-
ing one or both flanks. Also, often
all four legs are white or at least
white below the hocks and knees,
and the horse may have freckles on
its face or coronet band.

As tobiano is a dominant gene, a
tobiano must have one of its
parents carrying the tobiano gene.

Overo
Horses with the overo coat pat-

tern have rapidly increased in
number since APHA’s inception.
Overo is a recessive gene and may
be expressed at any time, which is
why APHA accepted many “crop-
outs” into its registry that had two
Quarter Horse parents.

“For an overo to receive regular
registration papers, it must have at
least a 2-inch spot on a qualifying
area of the body,” Imhof said. “This
basically excludes a portion of the
face and part of the legs.

“Overos will not usually have
white across their backs. That’s the
easiest way to tell overos from
tobianos. Also, a lot of times,
overos will have a jagged line
between the white and dark colors,
or it looks splashy or scattered.”

Other identifying marks include
the horse being predominately
white or dark, a tail of one color
and often, the legs that are dark. In
addition, the horse’s head markings
are distinctive and may be bald-,
apron- or bonnet-faced.

“The other things about overos
are the many variations within that
coat pattern,” Imhof said. “There
are frame overos, sabinos and
splashed white, but all are consid-
ered overos.”

One of the most recognized
frame overos is the legendary Hot
Scotch Man. Frame overos are often
described as looking like a picture
frame. Their white is usually in a

horizontal arrangement on the
body.

Frame overos may have a large
amount of white on their head and
neck, while their legs are usually
dark. These horses may also have
leg markings, and they will fre-
quently have one or two blue eyes.

The next variation of the overo
pattern—and the least common—
is the splashed white.

“Splashed white overos look like
they have almost been dipped in
paint,” Imhof said. “The white ap-
pears to come up from the bottom,

so their legs and bottom portion are
usually white. A lot of times, they’ll
have excessive face white as well.”

Horses with this coat pattern will
also have crisp edges to their white
and will often have blue eyes.

The final overo coat variation is
sabino, which may also be referred
to as calico overo.

“Sabinos are similar to splashed
white overos as the white spots
originate from the underside,”
Imhof said. “Their body markings
are really jagged and not real crisp.
Excessive face white is also
common.”

Another identifying mark of a
sabino is roaning or flecking in the
dark color. Some sabinos may also
have blue eyes.

Tovero
The final coat pattern in Paint

Horses is tovero, which is a combi-
nation of characteristics from both
the overo and tobiano patterns.
One of the most successful and
recognizable toveros was Sacred
Indian.

“A lot of the medicine hats are
toveros, which is recorded as
tob/ovr on registration papers,”
Imhof said. “Many of the horses
that are predominately white are
toveros.”

Common characteristics of the
tovero pattern include dark pig-
mentation around the ears that may
expand to cover more parts of the
head, one or two blue eyes, a chest
shield and flanks spots. Other
marks are dark pigmentation
around the mouth that may extend
up the head and spots varying in
size at the base of the tail. Also,
toveros must carry the tobiano
gene.

The hardest part in correctly
evaluating every Paint Horse’s color
and pattern will be differentiating
between each pattern. But once you
can accurately determine color and
pattern, you will be able to identify
any Paint Horse. Not only will this
help visualize a horse when it’s de-
scribed to you, but it can also help
speed up the registration process for
horses you own or foals you breed.

n 1519, the Spanish explorer Hernando
Cortes sailed to the NewWorld to find his
fame and fortune. Along with his
entourage of conquistadors, he brought

horses to help search the vast land for riches.
According to Spanish historian Diaz del

Castillo, who traveled with the expedition, one
of the horses was described as a “pinto” with
“white stockings on his forefeet.” Another was
described as a “dark roan horse” with “white
patches.” These were the first known recorded
descriptions of PaintHorses in theNewWorld.
By the early 1800s, the Western Plains were

generously populated with free-ranging herds of
horses, and those herds included the spotted
horse. Because of their color and performance,
flashy spotted horses soon became a favorite
mount of the American In-
dian. The Comanche Indi-
ans, considered by many au-
thorities to be the finest
horsemen on the Plains, fa-
vored loud-colored horses
and had many among their
immense herds. Evidence of
this is seen in the drawings of
spotted horses found on the
painted buffalo robes that served as historical
records for the Comanches.
Throughout the 1800s and late into the

1900s, these spotted horses were called by a
variety of names: pinto, paint, skewbald or
piebald. In the late 1950s, a group dedicated to
preserving the spotted horse was organized—
the Pinto Horse Association. In 1962, yet

another group of spotted horse enthusiasts
organized, but this group was dedicated to
preserving both color and stock-type confor-
mation—the American Paint Stock Horse
Association (APSHA).
This group thought the varied, distinct coat

patterns of the American Paint were appealing.
However, being knowledgeable devotees of
Western stock-type horses, they insisted that
stock-type conformation had to be the first
criteria for establishing a registry. Association
founder Rebecca Tyler Lockhart remembers
how the organization began.
“Sometime in 1960, I started calling on

my friends,” said Rebecca. “I wanted to
know if there was anyone besides me inter-
ested in starting a registry for these horses.

When someone would say
they were interested, I
would write down the
information and put the
slip of paper in a box on
my kitchen table. Before
long, my table was covered
with slips of paper, and I
had to call a couple of
women to help me write

everything down and keep up with it.
“That worked pretty well until we all came

down with the flu.”
Looking for help and people who could

promote her project, Rebecca called E. J.
Hudspeth, Truman Moody and Charlie
Moore, three men who lived near Gainesville
and who had expressed an interest in her idea.
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APHA works to preserve, promote and maintain
the outstanding bloodlines of the Paint Horse breed.

This group thought
the varied, distinct
coat patterns of the
American Paint
were appealing.



“When she called, Rebecca said, ‘Boys, you
have got to get this thing and get going with it.’
She had mail from 17 states on her table and
three women down with the flu,” saidMoody.
The first thing the little group did was orga-

nize a show.They called everyone they knew in
NorthTexas and Oklahoma, and told them to
bring their Paints to a show at Junior Robert-
son’s place near Waurika, Oklahoma.
Just that small taste of competition among

like-minded horse people was all the fire it
took to start the water boiling. The group
decided to approach Southwestern Exposi-
tion and Fat Stock Show organizers in Fort
Worth and get a class approved for Paints.
After considerable discussion, an open color
class was approved for the 1961 show.
A few weeks after the

show, on February 16, Lock-
hart and 17 people who
knew that something big was
about to happen, gathered at
the Curtwood Motel in
Gainesville, Texas, to lay the
groundwork for establishing
a registry. Rebecca came
away from the meeting as
secretary of a brand new as-
sociation. She also had a set of newly elected
officers and directors, a committee working on
a constitution and a set of by-laws, the signa-
tures of 20 people who entrusted her with the
job of getting the plan off the ground and a
name—the APSHA.
“I had a responsibility to a lot of people,”

said Lockhart. “I had told them it would work,
and I had to be certain that it did.”
On August 11, 1962, Rebecca sat at her

kitchen table and recorded the pedigree of the
first American Paint Horse, a black and white

tobiano stallion named Bandits Pinto, who was
owned by the Flying M Ranch of McKinney,
Texas. With continued help from friends and
neighbors, Rebecca also published a newsletter
and handled all of the new association’s corre-
spondence. By the end of 1962, she had at-
tracted 150members and registered 250 horses.
In 1963, Rebecca turned the reins over to

Ralph Morrison, who served as APSHA’s first
executive secretary, and the association moved
its headquarters to Amarillo, Texas. That same
year, the association chartered its first regional
club, the Gulf Coast Paint Horse Club.
APSHA held its first show at the Aufils

Sports Arena in Lubbock, Texas, that same
year. A saddle and 19 high-point trophies were
awarded at the APSHA Finals.
In 1964, the association’s records weremoved

into one room over a dental office in downtown
FortWorth and placed under the management
of Roger Letz. Later that same year, Sam Ed
Spence was employed as executive secretary. By
the end of the year, the American Paint Stock
Horse Association had registered 1,269 horses,
had 1,005 members and six regional clubs. It
had also hosted its first National Show, which
drew 134 entries from 12 states.
That show laid the groundwork for what is

today known as the World Championship
Paint Horse Show.
Meanwhile, in Abilene,Texas, another group

of spotted-horse lovers had organized the Amer-
ican Paint Quarter Horse Association. This
groupwas never able to gather enough support,
so it struggled for two or three years before ap-

proaching APSHA about a
merger. After a lengthy and
sometimes heated debate,
members of both groups
were able to reach an agree-
ment in May of 1965, and
the consolidation resulted in
the American Paint Horse
Association.
The old group with the

new name now had 1,300
members and 3,800 registered horses.
Currently, American Paint Horses are being

registered at APHA’s FortWorth, Texas, head-
quarters at a rate of more than 40,000 horses
each year. APHA has registered more than
870,000 horses in 49 nations and territories
since it was founded 44 years ago, and now
serves more than 100,000 members around
the world. Among its many activities, APHA
works to preserve bloodlines and maintain the
outstanding characteristics of the American
Paint Horse breed.

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Glossary
Age—the age of a horse is computed by calendar year,
beginning with January 1 of the year the horse is born.

Aids (artificial)—devices such as spurs, whips and
martingales that are used to control a horse.

Aids (natural)—the rider’s legs, hands, weight and voice
used to control a horse.

AjPHA—the American Junior Paint Horse Association.
This group of Paint Horse enthusiasts aged 18 years
and younger has its own World Championship Show
and awards program. Youth classes are ordinarily
included for young exhibitors at all APHA-
sanctioned shows, and points won count toward
year-end awards.

AjPHA Reserve World Champion—the second-place
Youth exhibitor in each halter and working division.

AjPHA World Champion—the first-place Youth in each
halter and performance division.

AjPHA Youth Champion Award—earned by a horse and
rider team that has earned 16 halter points, 16 perfor-
mance points and eight optional points for an overall
total of 40 points, in combinations specified by the
APHA Rule Book.

APHA Champion Award—presented to any Regular
Registry stallion, mare or gelding once it has won a total
of 40 or more points in competition at APHA-approved
shows in divisions specified by the APHA Rule Book.

APHA Superior All-Around-Horse Award—presented
to any Regular Registry stallion, mare or gelding that has
met the award requirements stated in the APHA Rule
Book.

APHA Superior (event) Horse Award—presented
to any Regular Registry stallion, mare or gelding
that has earned 50 or more points in one APHA-
recognized event. A horse may receive this title for
each separate event in which it earns 50 or more
points.

APHA Supreme Champion Award—presented to any
Regular Registry stallion, mare or gelding that meets the
requirements stated in the APHA Rule Book.

Appointments—the tack, clothing and accessories
required for a specific show class or event, as listed in
the APHA Rule Book.

Attire—the approved clothing worn by a rider or
handler in a specific show class, as listed in the APHA
Rule Book.

By or Sired by—references a horse’s male parent.

Color—the following basic colors, combined with white
in varying amounts and patterns, give the American
Paint Horse its distinctive appearance:
Bay Sorrel Palomino Buckskin
Brown Red Roan Red Dun Gray
Black Chestnut Blue Roan Dun
Grullo Bay Roan Cremello Perlino

(artificial)
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of Terms
Colt—a young male horse (usually applied through
the animal’s third year). Sometimes used as a generic
reference to any young horse.

Conformation—the way in which a horse is physically
built, or conformed, in relation to the APHA ideal.

Dam—a horse’s female parent, or the mare that foaled a
certain individual. Proper reference: out of.

Equitation—the art of riding horseback, horsemanship.

Filly—a female horse less than 3 years of age.

Foal—a young horse, male or female, that is still
dependent on the dam.

Foaling date—the date a horse is born. (Regardless of this
date, the horse's age is computed by the calendar year
and the animal is automatically considered one year
older each January 1.)

Futurity—a specific event in which nomination fees are
paid to enter a horse and maintain its eligibility. Usually
for horses 2, 3 or 4 years old, futurities are designed to
test the animal’s ability in a particular event. A cash
payback, consisting of predetermined amounts and
percentages of the purse, is made to the winning riders.

Gait—the speed at which a horse travels is determined by
the gait (walk, trot, canter or lope). These different gaits
require that the horse place feet opposite each other on the
ground in varying sequences and at varying speeds.

Get of Sire—a horse show class in which the foals of a
specific stallion are judged.

Go-round—the period during which every horse
entered in a class has the opportunity to work and be
judged once. The show may have only one go-round
or several.

Halter Horse—a horse shown in one of the various
conformation classes, where it is judged on how closely
it meets the APHA ideal in both the way it is physically
built and the way it travels.

Hand—the unit of measure used to determine a horse’s
height. One hand equals four inches. (Example: a 14.2-
hand horse stands 58 inches tall at the withers.)

High-Point Youth Award—presented to a one horse/one
rider team. The pair must show in at least three classes.

Honor Roll Awards—the top 10 Paint Horses in a
particular event, with placings determined by the total
number of points earned.

Judged Event—a show class during which an animal’s
performance or conformation is scored by one or more
judges. The rider’s tack, attire or appointments may or
may not be counted toward the final score, according to
the individual class’s rules.

Junior Exhibitor—a rider 18 years of age or younger.

Junior Horse—a horse 5 years old or younger.

Judged Event



Mare—a female horse 3 years of age or older.

Markings—the white patterns found anywhere on a
horse’s body. May be any of a number of patterns, all of
which have specific names. These patterns are listed on
the animal’s registration certificate.

Near Side—the horse’s left side.

Off Side or Far Side—the horse’s right side.

Open class—one in which any horse of a specified breed
is eligible to compete.

Out of, or Dam—refers to a horse’s female parent.

Overo—one of the American Paint Horse’s three basic coat
patterns. Following are characteristics of an overo pattern:
1. White usually will not cross the back between the
withers and tail.

2. Generally at least one, and often all four legs, will be
a darker color.

3. Head markings are often bald-, apron-, or even
bonnet-faced.

4. Irregular, rather scattered or splashy white markings
appear on the body.

5. Tail is usually one color.
6. Horse may either be predominantly dark or white.

Pattern—the basic white or dark areas on a Paint Horse
that give the breed its distinctive appearance. The pat-
tern may be either overo or tobiano, or a combination
of the two primary patterns, referred to as tovero.

Performance Horse—a horse trained to perform under
saddle in one or more performance classes. The animal
is judged on its ability to meet the demands of
the class in which it is exhibited and its suitability for
such use.

Purebred—bred from members of a recognized breed and
without themixture of other blood overmany generations.

Quarter Horse—horses registered with the American
Quarter Horse Association. Quarter Horses may be
crossed with Paints and the resulting foals registered as
American Paint Horses.

Register of Merit (ROM)—awarded to any Regular
Registry stallion, mare or gelding that has won at least
10 points in any one event. See APHA Rule Book for
details.

Registration Certificate—a horse’s official certificate
of registration as issued by APHA. The animal’s
photographic image, markings, registration number,
date of foaling, sex, breeder and bloodlines appear
on the certificate. As the horse changes owners, the
new owners’ names are chronologically listed on the
certificate.

Regular Registry—includes all mares, geldings and
stallions that meet the American Paint Horse
Association’s regular registration requirements. These
horses are identified by a permanent number given them
at the time of registration.

Reserve High-Point Youth Award—based on the same
point tabulation used to determine the High-Point
Youth, this award is given to the second-place finisher.

Ribbon Colors—blue represents First Place, red is Second
Place, yellow is Third Place, white is Fourth Place, pink
is Fifth Place, green is Sixth Place, purple is Seventh
Place, brown is Eighth Place, gray is Ninth Place and
light blue is 10th Place.

Sabino—a variation of the overo pattern with the
following characteristics:
1. Usually has extensive leg and facial white
2. Body spots are usually on the belly and can occur as
either roan or speckled areas

3. White markings tend to have narrow extensions up a
leg or down the throat

4. Partial blue eyes are common
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Overo Tobiano
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Senior Horse—any horse 6 years of age or older.

Sire—a horse’s male parent. Proper reference: sired by.

Solid Paint-Bred Registry—includes all mares, geldings
and stallions not meeting the color requirements of the
Regular Registry, but that are a result of two registered
Paint Horses; and a registered Paint Horse and a
registered Quarter Horse or Thoroughbred.

Sound—a term meaning that a horse is physically fit and
shows no signs of weakness or illness.

Stallion—an unaltered, adult male horse.

Superior Youth Champion Award—presented to a horse
and rider team that has won a total of 270 points in
recognized Youth halter and performance classes. Thirty
points must be won in halter classes and 240 earned in
performance classes. The Superior Champion has
earned a Superior in four of the six categories and an
ROM in four of the six categories in an event other than
those in which the qualifying Superiors were won.

Tack—the type of saddle and related equipment (bridle,
breast straps, chaps) used in a specific show class as listed
in the APHA Rule Book. Western and for English events
each have specific tack requirements.

Thoroughbred—horses of a specific breed that are
registered with the Jockey Club. Thoroughbreds may be
cross-bred with American Paint Horses and the resulting
foals registered as Paints.

Timed Event (Contest)—a class or contest during which
the entrants are judged solely by the time it takes to ride
a predetermined course. Barrel racing or pole bending
are good examples of this type of class.

Tobiano—one of three basic American Paint Horse color
patterns. Tobianos possess some or all of the following
characteristics:

1. Head marked like that of a solid-colored horse (either
solid or with a blaze, strip, snip or star).

2. Generally all four legs are white, at least below the
hocks and knees.

3. Spots are usually regular and distinct, often appearing
in oval or round patterns that extend down over the
neck and chest, giving the appearance of a shield.

4.Will usually have the dark color on one or both flanks.
5. May be either predominantly dark or white

Top 20—year-end award given to the 20 Youth who earn
the most points with one horse in Youth halter and
performance classes during a specific year. Points may
be tabulated from a maximum of 20 shows under 20
different judges.

Transfer—the official paperwork used to transfer owner-
ship of a horse from its current owner to a new owner.
The owner name appearing on the horse’s registration
certificate is that of the animal’s current owner.

Tovero (tobiano/overo)—one of the three basic American
Paint Horse color patterns. Exhibits both overo and
tobiano color pattern markings

Type—the ideal representation embodying all the breed's
characteristics.

Weanling—refers to the age of a horse during the calendar
year in which it is foaled. Also refers to a foal once it has
been weaned from its dam.

Yearling—refers to the age of a horse during the calendar
year following its foaling year. All horses are aged one
year each January 1, regardless of the month in which
they were foaled.

Youth Versatility Award—awarded to a one-horse, one-
rider team that earns five Register of Merits and one
Superior. One ROMmust be in showmanship at halter.
The Superior rating must have been earned in one of
the five events in which the ROMs were earned.
